Should be primed prior to application of 
LizardSkin Ceramic Insulation. 

The coating can be applied directly to non-
ferrous surfaces. Surface should be clean and 
free of any oil, dirt or other foreign matter.

Shelf Life
Caution

Substrate must be above 60˚F during and after 
application for coating to dry properly.

1 hour and 15 min @ 77˚F and 47% Relative 
Humidity @ 20 mils (low pass). Allow 24 hours 
for full cure at 70˚F.
If applying both LizardSkin Ceramic Insulation 
and LizardSkin Sound Control, Sound Control 
must be applied to the substrate prior to the 
Ceramic Insulation for both coatings to work to 
their full potential. 
Forced drying with heat directly over the surface 
is not recommended. This will prematurely skin 
the coating and cause improper drying. Elevating 
the surface temperature of the substrate prior to 
application will aid in dry times, but keep below 
120°F.
It is recommended to apply this coating in an 
area that is above at least 75°F. High humidity 
areas will increase dry times. Forced ventilation 
is recommended as this help to evacuate water 
content out of the film. It is important to bring in 
air as well as exhaust air for best environmental 
conditions.
LizardSkin Ceramic Insulation should be kept in 
a storage area above 60°F or above. Product 
can be reused if sealed correctly. It is best to 
keep container out of direct sunlight for sustained 
periods of time.
One year shelf life from date of manufacture.
Do not let product freeze.
